A 7400/Model Four 
hy.brid has been proposed as a combination of these two models and 
is scheduled for a 1986 introduction. 

In addition to bui1ding styling samples, Research is 
identifying and correcting areas of the rifle needing functional 
improvement. In an effort to improve extraction, rifles with over­
size chambers have been built and processing through the gallery 
with excellent results. 

Model 541-X Military (A. R. Eddy) 

Remington has bid on and may receive a contract to produce 
approximately 8,500 rimfire training rifles for the military. 

A parts list is complete and work on the drawing package 
is continuing on a low priority basis.
