However, analysis showed that the trigger and sear have been worked on out-
side our factory., The trigger shows much overtravel and has a very 1ight
2% pound pull which is way Below Remington specifications,

Although all trigger components are correct with no defects, the overtravel

and poundage adjustment screws have been backed out of the trigger assembly,
again, outside of the Remington plant, The overtravel adjustment is especially
excessive.

Based on these findings, Remington Arms Co,, Inc. is not responsible for your
customer's unfortunate incident, However, as a no-charge gesture of goocd will,
we'll re-adjust the trigger to Remington speC1f1cat1ons or we'll replace the

trigger assembTy, ‘also at no charge, with your customer's permissign, Please
note that present replacement triggers do not have the bolt lock feature,
