Cur experts have completed their examination of your Model 700 BDL
243 caliber rifle, serial number 118823, that you returned with the
problems that the trigger is bad, and it will not cock.

The returned firearm, which was produced in October of 1964, has
been thoroughly examined and found to contain our high-pressure
proot test, gallery test, and final inspection stampings, indicat-
ing that it had successfully passed all necessary tests and Inspec-
tions prior to being shipped from our factory.

The general condition of the rifle appeared to be good, but well
used.

Removal of the barrel-action from the stock assembly revealed that
the trigger assembly was extremely wet with excessive oil. tn fu-
ture use, we strongly advise that oil be used sparingly and not let
accumulate in or on the trigger assembly, as this condition could
adversely affect the operation of the trigger assembliy.
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
