This is ·in reply to you and your brother's letters re9ardin9 ~he 
cold weather operation difficulties you've been experiencing with 
your Model 700 rifles. 

Extremely cold weather does not affect the spring fo~ces of Model 
700 rifles in any way. However, your Model 700 rifles may have 
improper lubricant used in the trigger assembly or may have grease 
in the bolt body and on the firfng spring. A Remington Recommended 
Gunsmith should remove the firing pin assembly from the bolts and 
thoroughly clean and apply a light ·coat of Rem oil on the spring. 
This should correct any problems. 

Enclosed for your convenience are Remington Re~ommended Gunsmith 
lists for the states of Wisconsin and Illinois. We suggest that 
you take your Model 700 rifles to a convenient Remington Recommended 
Gunsmf th and have him perform t"his work for you. Thereafter, you 
should experience no problems of this type. 

If you do continue to experience problems 4fter this work is performed, 
please package the rifles concerned and seno them via United Parcel 
Service.
