I have tried leaving the gun 1nsitte at night and 
also outside all night but, it still will noJ: £ire. l'wo 
other gun smiths have now repaired it to no avail: They 
have also cleaned it and relubed it. I still continue 
to have the same problem. The firing pin will hit the 
pr:illler and dent it, but the shell will not fire. If you.~--. 
warm up the gun the same shell will fire with no problem. 
I hunt in the winter and six deer have now been cissed 
due to this problem. I feel only you, the manufacture can 
fix it to work properly.. But, you will have to reduce the 
temperature to make sure the problem is corrected.
