Coincidentally, I recently received a letter from the Chaffin 
Law firm r9questing that I complete a ques~ionn3ire outlining 
the problems that I have had with my Model 700 rifle. 

:n any case, I'~ nore than a little upset and concerned with 
Remington, that you did not admit to me that your company was 
h2ving a very serious safety problem with this rifle. 
!nstead you nade me feel that these dangerous accidental 
firings of my gun were somehow my fault. I di.:! damage to my 
friends and relatives possessions. My insurance company was 
unh::..ppy with me and this event may have been responsible for 
an increase in my insurance rates. I feel my reputation and 
safety credibility were also tarnished. 

I am therefore asking you to replace my rifle with a new 
safer, trustworthy rifle. Possibly your Model 700 BDL may be 
a better safer rifle. I do not trust my current rifle. It 
also has blemishes sustained by dropping it on one occasion 
after an accidental misfire. At this time I'm not asking for 
any other damages, actual or pun1~1ve. I just want a good 
deer rifle that I can ::.e proud of, and most import"antly 
trust. If you respond immediately with a new rifle, I would 
also see no reason for me to respond to the ~haffin Law firm.
