Before I sent the rifle back to you, I was 
not experiencing this problen. But, in the process of cleaning out my 
closet last week, I picked up the rifle and operated the b:ilt. Sure eoough 
the first tine I tried it it cocked and the firing pin went fo:tWaJ:d all in 
the sane notion. I am afraid this is wh.;it the problem was supposed to be 
years ago. I am also concerned that the pin could go fo:rward with ernugh 
m:m:mtum to set the shell off without pulling the trigger. 

Please advise ne what I should do. Could it be :p:>ssible that because I 
wasn't experiencing the problan Years ago when it was sent to you that the 
defect was overlooked? · 

As I IlEiltioned before, the rifle has not been shot since that tine. So 
nothing should be \o."Om to cause the defect. After repeated op:rations of 
the l::x:>lt things ~rked as they should.
