In addition, it
was notad that the stock contained slicght mars., In going over the
individual parts, we found the headspaca, racoil shoulders, and
chamker all %o he normal,

Examination of the rifle and trigger assembly could not duplicats
the malfunction that was reported. All parts tolerancas and dizen~
sicns were found to be nozmal, including sear-gonnector angacgement.
Also, factory seals wera intact on the tzigger adjusting scraws, in-
dicating no altsrations were made cn the trigger cutsida cur ccmpany.
