The returned fir~arm, which W!ls produced in October. of 1980, 
has been thoroughly examined and f0und to contain ouc high­
pressure proof test, gallery test, s~d final inspection 
stampings, indicating that it hAd successfully passed all 
necessary tests and inspcctibns prior to bei~g shipp~a from 
our factory. 

The general condition of the gun arpeQre~ tn be good. In 
going over the individual parts / wr: found heads pace, n'?coil 
shoulders and chamber all to be ncr-mal. 

Examination of the rifle and trig9ec assembly, whi~h included 
sharply striking the muzzle of tha cockMd rifle with a heavy 

' plastic mallet, could not duplicat~ the malfunction that was 
reported. Facto~y seals were ihtact 0n the trigger adjusting 
screws, indicating that no adjust.r:ient ha:j hc·:rn made t<J the 
trigger outside our fact~ry. Tr.iggAr pull measured 3 l/2 
pounds, and sear lift with tho safety in the "on-safe" 
position was well within specifications at .009". The only 
manner in which the rifle coul<l lfu rnAde to fire was with the 
safety off and the triggP.r pulled ;w •Wsigne<l. 
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
