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Mr. Stek]l, one other statement that you made caused me some concern,
especially because of the way that Sportco, Inc. has responded to the
situation. You stated that the rifle that I purchased was produced
in September of 1978, and I purchased the rifle somewhere around
August of 1981. Is it not unusual for a rifle to be manufactured by
your firm, and not sold to the first end user for some three years?
Your comments on this matter will be appreciated.
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Again, your attention to my problem and concerns are appreciatad.
