It has been suggested that we might attempt processing by fabricating a bolt hendle
with the present pattera preaision cast ball attached to a formed handle. However,

’ thought to be significantly more expensive. In the meantime itiis suggested that
we provide Mr. Reinsr with one of the standard bolt handles in which the checkering
has been polished off. We would then expect him to prapars another prototype
thet may be prectical for forming: namely, that of “conceatric circles”,
