B). Poor polish and color on trigger quard assembly.
c). Raised lettering on barrels.
d). ' Glue marks on white spacer at fore-end dp.
e). Poor color and rough finish of fore-end tip.
£). Waoced “flashing” at bolt handle cut in stock.
g9). Excessive border on checkering.
h). Barrel not bedded properly in stocks.
