5. ALWAYS UNLOAD YQUR RIFLE
WHEN NOT IN USE. Store your rifle and
ammunition separately — beyond the reach
of children.

6. DO NOT SNAP THE HAMMER ON

BER MAY NOT BE EMPTY! Treat every
gun with the respect due a loaded gun —

It is unnecessary to snap the hammer to
prevent weakening the main spring. It will
not weaken even though the hammer is left
cocked indefinitely. Neither will snapping the
hammer on an empty chamber damage or
break the firing pin.
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
