REASSEMBLY

CARE AND CLEANING

The mechanism should be lubricated with light machine oil or gun oil. Do
not ofl too heavily. As a rust prevention measure, oll surfaces, including the bore
of the barrel, should be wiped with oil after use. Do not flood the bore with oil.

A comprehensive fieldcleaning is not required more than once » season or
unless obviously necessary. The purpose of such cleaning is only to remove pow.
