Strain gage measurements and endurance 
testing will follow pattern evaluation.

The introduction of wider ran9es of ammunition, plus the 
continuing improvement of competitive offerinqs, requires consider­
ation of functional improvements to the Model 1100. Being 
considered are a compensatin9 qas system to handle all loads of 
ammunition, improved action smoothness, a new carrier, and a 
stainless steel maqazine tube. Timin9 of these changes is to 
coincide with the Restyle program • .,,..,,., 

Several concepts for an automatica1ly compensatinq gas 
system are under consideration: 

• tandem orifice 

• friction brake 
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• moving seal 

• ring spring 

• dual piston 

• action spring brake 

Preliminary evaluation of these concepts will be complete 
by the end of July. 

, .New Generation Autoloadinq Shotgun 

The Model 1100 is the most successful autoloading shotgun 
ever built. Since its introduction in 1963, over 3 million quns 
have been sold. However, the design is over twenty years old, and 
it is timely that Research begin to develop a replacement for this 
qun.

The Model Seven is a liqhtweight bolt action rifle designed 
around the vener~la Model 700. Several calibers were introduced 
last year. The trigqer CJU&rd assembly for the 308 ·and 7mm calibers 
has been redesigned for improved reli~ility. 

Research evaluation of the trial and pilot sample has been 
completed with satisfactory results. Production has been released 
to put product in the warehouse. 

Model 700 Mountain Rifle (R. Se M11rpb', X r .. Calkins) 

Sc~eduled for a 1986 introducticn, the Mountain Rifle will 
address the higher enc! ot the bolt action rifle line and replace 
the Mode1 700 Classic. Operations Cmm:i.ttee approval has been 
rece·ived, and the rifle is in the early staqes of trial and pilot 
manUfacturing-. 

The N/C Shop has bequn generatinq tool paths on the new 
stock former. Firearms Research will monitor progress to ensure 
that Production's schedule is met. 

'New Bolt Action Rifle (F. ' M·~•iA; g L C21 ~~s. 
R.. ,p 9,,; th) 

A new bolt action rifle is being developed as a potential 
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replacement for the Model 700, possibly in 1988. Meetinqs with 
Research and Marketing will be held to select a preferred design, 
after which, Research will begin prototypes for design acceptance 
testing. 

A Research-Marketing meeting will be held later this month, 
following a review meeting with Research management on June 19. 
Three prototype rifles are complate, as are high-spot cost estimates 
fer the various alternatives. 

1 Model 7400 Functional Improvements ~ ;;;F. Si!. th l 

Since its introduction in 1981, the Model 7400 has experienced 
greater than expected feeding and extraction problems. Research is 
working on a new magazine box and changes to the chamber area to 
correct those deficiencies. A 1986 product line change is contemplated. 

Prototypes of two new maqazine boxes are being made, and a 
contract with EDL, to investigate chamber finish and friction,is 
circulating • 
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
