The firearm shall not fire a chambered empty case of its

. designated cartridge when tested in accordance with these

requirements and the given test procedure. Parts breakage or
other damage resulting framn drop testing does not constitute
failure as long as the empty primed case does not fire and the
firearm can be unlcaded safely after each drop.
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
