The second Sinplex counting type shot-charger Yas conpleted. 
tested and turned over to Production in August. This provides 
ability to accurately load large sized <12 thru TT> steel 
shot on both 1526 and #528 Sinplex Loaders_ The perfornance 
of both shot-chargers inproued s~nce Daisy incorporated 
additional screening of the steel shot to. reduce contaninants 
and Mixed size pellets. 

Design of the Duplex shot-charger and nachine nodifications 
are being finalized. The design concept for a neu crinping 
station and Machine rearrangenent are conplete. 

ROTARY CAM BODY FORMER - ~10 6 28 5A-

Approxinately 12,500 ~10 R/C bodies with brass heads were 
assenbled at AH8.P in Septenber. Initial problens uith 
inconsistent head thickness ~nd priner cavity depth Yere 
resolved by spraying the brass caps with silicone. Also. 
areas for inprovenent to sone tooling was identified. 
Ouerall. both SMooth and corrugated bodies ran well. 
Several atter1pts to run the bodies thru the loader were 
unsuccessful. Although close. we were not able to obtain 
required uelocity without exceeding ....axinun pressures. The 
problen is believed to be a slightly heauier wall then our 
current product. He~ experinental R/C tooling is being 
designed and expected to be ready for testing in HovCMber. 

Approxinately 17,000 28GA Unibodies are ready for assenbly 
and will be scheduled thru AHaP and Loading as quickly as 
production schedules allow. 

COPPER BULLETS 

The L-20 CHC turning nachine project is expected to be closed 
in HoveMber. The uater soluable coolant continues to test 
well Machining both copper and plastics- sop•s are being 
finalized . 
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
