R&D LABORATORY:

The two pieces of Lest equipment coming from Germanv are
still on their way. Additional paperwork requested by the
German government were processed. The Project Capital
dollars expended total will be affected by the Deutech Mark-
to-dollars currency conversion. At the present time we are
32 under budget for capital expenditures.

The Explosives Committee approved four SOP's and a fifth
pending completion of grounding wires checks. Approval to
order three explosives was given.
