Examination has been completed on the Model 700 ADL 7mm Remington 
magnum caliber rifle, serial number 86876553, that was returned to 
us by K-Mart, Sandy, Utah, after it was dam_aged while shooting. 

our examination of the rifle indicates that the damage to the stock 

resulted from a case head failure, which let escaping gasses go 

rearward causing the damage. Based upon examination of the bolt 

face, it is evide.nt that the damage was caused from firing the 
wrong caliber cartridge in the rifle, as indicated by the smal I 
diameter rim print present. Cartridge failure resulted from the 
chamber _being to large to be fi I led by the stretching smal fer 

cartridge. Since the actual incident casing was not returned with 
the rifle,w can only speculate on this point. 

The cartridge case returned with the rifle is not of Re:nington man­
ufacture and could not have- caused the damage. 

Since the incident did result from a condition beyond our control, 

the Remington Arms Co., Inc. cannot assume any liability or respon­

sibi I ity for the occurrence. 
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
