Vince, 

A c-bore on both ends appears to be the solution to eliminate burrs and lead accumulation. A suggestion would be to 
specify .063 depth (1/2 the major diameter) on each end, and specify a diameter of .1285 (equivalent to a #30 drill). 
There will likely be partial threads left in the c-bore from the tap, as you saw in the samples sent out, but there should 
be enough relief to get the desired result. Would it be possible to get this drawing today so that we can proceed w/ 
tool change?
