On the basis of these tests and of Ilion's investigation
of the failures, it appears that satisfectory 16 eand 20 gauge guns
can be produced, and afsembly of guns is proceeding. The Sales
Department desires to have five to ten guns for further test with
the modifications to be msde as & result of experience in the
field tests. These guns will include fore-ends which do not fit
so closely, the nylen magazine spacers, and the necessary free
play in the fire control. It is ezpec%ed that these guns will be
available in about two weeks.
