The Plant submitted two proposed designs for the Model 870 forewend.
One is a plain, beaver-tall design similar to the Model B70TB fore-end
without checkering, and the second is similar with a serles of narrow grooves
on the sides to lmprove grip. The Plant presented cost figures showing that
the plain design would increase the cost by about 57¢ per gun, and the groove
design by approximately 66¢ per gun, N, F. Larsen will calculate the offect
these increases would have on operative earnings.
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
