One
was that originally approved by the Committee at the May meeting
and sudsequently presented to General Management for approval, The
second included additional features of Custom Checkering, and an
alternmative shaping of the grip section which Management requested
to 4uperade the appearance. After discussion of the rollowi.ng
factors, the Committee recomends that the uriginal prototype as
apprsvea by the Committee at the May meeting be considered as the
approved prototype for production:
