MODEL 550 AUTOLOADING RIM FIRE RIFLE 

The economics of changing to sycamore in place of walnut for the 
Stock (Exhibit 4) was reviewed by the Committee. A sample rifle 
was shown to the Committee. 

Changing to sycamore will eliminate the purchase of one aize 
walnut blank. It is proposed to convert the present supply of 
walnut blanks to short Stock and Fore End blanks. The added costs 
will be more than offset by savings through the e&rlier use of 
sycamore for the Model 514 and 550 rifles. It ia estimated the 
conversion to sycamore would be made by mid-year 1968.
