Production reported that this process is in production one shift 
per day. Appearance of the Fore-ends is excellent, Cracking of 
Fore-ends during pressing is a major problem. It is estimated 
that a minimU111 of three months will be required to determine 
whether or not cracking can be reduced to an acceptable level. 
Study to date indicates the cause is directly related.. to the 
condition of the blank prior to press form: 
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Insufficient moisture content
