The top and bottom radii of all "Family" style shotgun and. rifle 
Receivers are rough and finish polished manually with abrasive 
belts, Mechanized polishing could significantly reduce current 
·labor and supply costs of $300,000 per year. In addition, reduced 
reliance upon operator skill and concentration could greatly 
improve Receiver quality and uniformity. 

Feasibility studies are in progress on three improved methods 
radii polishing: (l) crush formed grinding, (2) abrasive belt 
polishing (double-mobius strip) and (3) commercial radius and 
contour polishing machine from Divine Bros. Company. Enough 
data will be a\1!!.ilable within 6 months to know which of these 
3 methods should be further developed. 
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
