"Our final commitment for the 1980/1981 period is 
definition of a materials cost reduction program. By 
the end of this year, we will have completed our survey 
of opportunities, reviewed the results with management, 
and selected for 19Sl Research investigation those areas 
of greatest cost reduction potential. 

"Our third category of Research programs is 'New 
Initiatives' {Chart XV}. This category represents those 
areas where effort is currently investigative and techni-
cal definition is insufficient to justify consideration 
of a major conunitment of resources. Some of these pro-
grams will undocbtedly prove to be worthy of more exten-
sive Research effort in the future. Items that fall into 
this category include: A 1-1/8 oz.
