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= "pactive programs to utilize Laser Technolegy are under
way and include wood carving for "Ducks Unlimited” and a
welding application for shotgun action bar assemblies.
Estimated savings of $30,000 per year can be realized if
the welding application is successful. For the future, a
program is planned to apply lasers to high speed positive
cut checkering.

"Deformation processes include items such as the
"integral ejector on the M1100 and the Rivetless Extractor.
Both of these items have been put into production and will
generate savings of over $140,000/year.

“Orbital forming of parts like magazine caps and roll

forming of firing pins will be iavestigated in the near
future.
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
