Three new Remington Model 760 rifles were tested with
handloaded 270 Caliber 130 Gr. cartridges as follows.

Gun Serial #7116159% was fired once with a mixed charge
of 25% 41988 and 75% 4350 powder (13.15 grs. and 3%9.45 grs. re-
spectively).

The results show no visible damage to the gun and only
a flattened primer face on the cartridge,

Gun Serial #7109839 was fired once with a mixed c@arge
of 50% 4198 and 50% 4350 powders. (26.3 grs. eachl}
