The following is a chronological summary of events 
following the first report from the field that Remington 
ammunition was involved in incidents of gun damage. 

Late in the afternoon, 350 rounds of 270 Win. 130 grain 
loads and 520 rounds of the 150 grain loads, along with 
two fired rounds, were received at Lonoke from Idaho. 
One unfired cartridge, 130 grain, was "pulled down" and 
found to contain a mixture of 4198 and 4350 powders. 
The fired rounds from the field were examined, and from 
the expanded heads and one blown primer found in evidence, 
the indication was that the returned cartridges had been 
high pressure loads . 
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
