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Also, the bolt stop and sear-safety cam were sticky with par­
tially solidified oil (?)and were moving very sluggishly. This 
condition would account tor the "mushy" trigger feel and delayed 
firing pin fall. 

It is entirely possible that in cold temperatures the oil ac­
cumulation in the trigger assembly caused the internal trigger 
parts to hang-up, resulting in the malfunctions that were ex­
perienced. In future use, we recommend that oi I be used spar­
ingly and not let accumulate in or on the trigger assembly. 

As a gesture of good-wi 11, and to insure that our customer's 
faith in the rifle is restored, we wi II install a new trigger as­
sembly at no-charge, and wi I I return the rifle as soon as pos­
sible.
