Extremely cold weather does not affect the spring forces of Model 
700 rifles in any way. However, your Model 700 rifles may have 
improper lubricant used in the trigger assembly br may have grease 
in the bolt body and on the firing spring. A Remington Recommended 
Gunsmith should remove the firing pin assembly from the bolts and 
thoroughly clean and apply a light coat of Rem oil on the spring. 
This should correct any problems. 

Enclosed for your convenience are Remington Recommended Gunsmith 
lists for tbe states of ~isconsin and lllinois. We sugg-e-st thil~ 
you take your Model 700 rifles to a convenient Remington Recommenned 
GunsJ!lith. and have llim perform this work for you. Thereafter, you 
should experience no problems of t.his type.
