The test that we perform in Mayfield to check for safety arm sticking is provided below:

“With the bolt cammed down and the safety placed in the “F” (FIRE) position, try to move the safety arm in between the
FIRE and SAFE positions. Move the safety back to the point you feel resistance. Release the safety. The safety shouid
return to the “F” (FIRE) position or fall rearward to the “S” (SAFE) position. If the safety does not return to the “F” or “S”
positions, but stays between the two positions then reject the gun.” )
