The above !'1rearm. was tested by S. H. Lawson and me at the 
Missouri Eottoma Ritle and Pistol Range near St. Charles, Mo. 
The test was conducted with the assistance of E. A. Wol£ram. 
manager of this range and hi.s son Ricl:uutd. They were pledged. 
to secrecy concerning this con1'1dent1al. t1eld test. 

The· ccndit1:ons tor testing were not tb.e best a.a 1t waa clo11dy 
with the temperature in the l.ow !'orbies wit.b. a. strong wind 
blowing acroas tho range. · 

The test was conducted at ranges ot 25. 50, 100 and 200 7ards 
using ott1oial N.R.A. targets shooting orr band and. two handed 
at 25 and 50 yards but at lOO and 200 ¥ards usi.ng a sand bag 
rest on a table • 

Recognizillg. the !'act ·tha.t Lawson and I a.re not expert pistol. 
shots we were amsJZ.ed at it: accuracy at 2$. So and 100 yards. 
There is no doubt tha.t in the hands of an expert this new 
revolutiona.?'y pistol woul.d make fantastic groups. We were 
scarcely ;uceesst'ul. 1n hitting the target at 200 yarcis as 
conditions and the wind made tor a poor sight pictUl'e e.nd the 
size of the 'bull' at tlUs yard.age was exeeedingl:y small tor 
our· eyes. 

Many adjustments ot the windage and elevation sights were made 
at this extreme distance to no avail. We quit shooting on a. 
rive shot group at 200 yards at'ter tiring a. total of 17$ rounds 
at all ~a.rdages because the rear sight eyepiece broke on the 
lcwer right side when tightening th.e elevation screw. Z:caminat1on 
or ~he broken part indicates that it 1s made of sintered metal. 
!t so, ~-:e strongly suggest th.at we use a i;ood. ~e.='bc?:l. ~teel !~?.' 
~c~s pa~t and 1beet1 it up also •

T~~ or.:.ly bad feature ot this oi~~ol, as far as we are concerned, 
is the rear sight as ~t is e.xtre~ely h!U'd to adjust since the 
g:-aduations are so very small and hard to discern. It is 
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nearly 1mposs1ble to make any close or correct adjustment especially 
with c~illed, cold fingers. We recolllm.end a rear sight w1tn click 
adjustments. A poor reU' sigbt could 1ose many sales for us and 
we will be constan~ly replac:ing sights 1r the present one is in­
stalled on this pistol. 

Everything el:re about this piece 1s above reproach, the lines and 
the eye appea1 are excellent, recoil and muzzle or blast are not 
b.eavy.or objectionable. The pistol lends itself to one or two 
handed shooting beauti.f'ul.ly and balances excellently in the hand 
in the standing position. 

Accuracy at average yardages is on1y limited to the shooter's 
ability and loading is exceptionally easy. We .found that by 
simply !aying a cartridge 1n the loading incline and tilting 
the pistol muzzle down, the cEll'tridge would go torward into the 
chamber as the bolt moved forward and all. that remained to do 
was to close the bolt. Extraction and ejection is excellent 
and positive even though the extractor showed wear and the 
inside of the bolt head was marred and scratched. We had. no 
maltunctions ot any typo or kind during the test except the 
breaking of the sight eye piece. 

We did not have a scope available for use on this pistol but 
we imagine the use of one and the experill1ents 'With it would . 
nave been very enjoyable. We recommend that a suitable scope 
be provided for use in demonstrati:c.g this pisto1. Tl:Us will 
create additional. interest by distributors a.nd dea1ers who w11l 
see that their sales of scopes woul.d increase because Of this 
new pistol. 

This revolutionary pistol will excite a1l the sports writers and 
thus we will receive much tree advertising by them through the 
many articles that will be Wl"1tten about it. In our opinion, 
every 1 gun nut• will want one of these piatois as weii as many 
thousands of v82'Illint shooters.
