A• far 111 Cen18n.n1al modela ln th• M/74Z and otbera, tbl• waa a Manapment 
dealaion. De•iin for extremely •hort barreled rtfJee hH varied over the 
yeara, and only on oCCllllkln do we 9et requ&nmenta ln the •utoloeder• and 
pumpa for blrrela aborter than 22". The M/600 aHm1 to have been 1atta• 
factory in the abort aot&on bolt aation ••d••· 
Pertaining to the lell9lh of fore end on the M/600, we bed aeo11t 6 or a dUferent 
length• on our PIQtoty~ • model• and lt waa oonclualon of the De•l;n Group that 
thi• perticulu one .. i.cted mede the ~•t 1mpreH1oA tor •Y• oppeel end 
handling. There hava beeil aame auggeat10n• that the fore end be made 
lon991. In other word•, •lmllar to • Mannllcher type. Your• 1• the ftr•t 
1u9gesUon I have received on maklll9 lt 1borter. There 11 cauiderabla 
amount of dlfftculty tA chengiag !eDCJth• ot fore •ad• ln the fllctory. Therefore, 
it la mendatory the one 1elected be completely right •• ponible. For example • 
when the fore end 1a obanpd ln length, the taper• on ell 3 atdea an.d the top 
would elao have to be changed, alono with formers end tooling for manufacturing 
purpoaea. Then, too, an 1ppivxtmote $25, 000 cbeqe would be neaeaaary in 
the dtH for making the checkeriq pattern. Naturally oh1119N of thla nature 
oaD be ecgompllahed with leH dlffic:ulty in a gun shop where mostly handwork 
1a tnwlvacl. But in ma1a produc:tton, llmltatt.ona would ?Nvent alterattona of 
wa uture. 

We have had 00DU11ent• PR> and con ooncerntng rib on the M0<1el 600, to extent 
that thoae who like 1t thiAJc It a great new innovation in gun development and 
1ighttn9 for rUle19 while other• take the rifle to e gunamith ot their expense 
to have the item removed. But a rib on a rtfla l• like a Jot of thing a for which 
Jlemln9ton ahould be glven credit tn trying aomethlng new. After ell, ribs 
have been aoaeptable on revolver•, ptatols end 1hotguns ----why not rlflea? 
And l thlnlt, to be honeat, the 111houette provided by thl• combination vivas a 
more pleaaino appearance wlth the rib than "'thout it. It takes the curse off 
the h1Qh al;h~.

Your augge1t1on for• oompanion ciolllblnatioa of celO)u 1-tweaft the XP-100 
and M/600 I think 11 •n exaelleat one. We haw mede 11p a M/GOO ln 
.221 CelllJer timt pezfarm1 'V9fY well. butmtefftctent H the 121 or 223 
beaau•• tbe 221 wH de11.fned to be efftotent b9W1ttoally in a ahort burel. 
By the AM token the 222 femlly of aanrt.d9H WH dHiped to be effictent 
bel111Ucally ta a long barrel, and there ue not efftctent 1n a ahon barrel, 
And when filed tn an XP-100. velocity 11 low and blast to the 1hcoter11 eara 
ta dama1tng. '!he nnt XP-100 made experimentally wH chambered for the 
ZU alld although aac:urate wel not ecoeptebla bemuae of the two prevtoualy 
menttonad factot1. !MN haw been aeveral who have made th• ml•teke of 
purcha•ln; an XP-100 end hevtncJ tt reQbambered for a 222. We have co11-
1idered other aallber• for th• XP-100 and heve expertment8d wt th a few, one 
of which we• a Smm on • 112 ceH. Thl1 aomblnatSon wH very accurate but 
the mu.a&le bleat waa obJeatlonable, range wee e.Xl»llent, •nd recoU not too 
aevere. Other celtben 1uch •• you mentioned (22/250, 223, 257) we would 
conslder not only dangerous •• fer •• muzsle blaat and Jxoken ear drum• are 
concerned, but ln some lnatanaee ncoU mlQht be too aevere for proper safety 
of hendl1ng such • gun end cartridge oomblMt1on • 

GolR9 heck to the Modela 600 and 600 MegnlQll, our objective wea to keep 
the Magnum end ltl laminated stock 1n one a.tei()ry and the one place walnut 
•tacit In amaller caltbera tn standard verston. All ktnd1 of combtnattons 
could be 1qpplled, of courS.. For example, we experimented with a laminated 
walnut atock whloh contained the aupertor qualitlel of warp-free <lOnditlons 
1uoh ••the one we now manufactura, but th• lamtnatton1 were not obVlou& 
enough, we thought, to •UtJO-•t to th• c\&ltomer that he wu gettlng more for 
his monayr therefore, lt wa• abandoned. We have trted several other 
combination• of wood•, but lt I• difficult t.o ftne one that can be laminated 
properly to gtve enough dafUlltton cf oolor changea 10 that th• cuatomer 
recogntu• lt as• lamlMted stock.
