A bolt release of easier ecceas, not mechenically ideatical to your proposal,
was cousidered for the M/600 during design stage. This relcase was got included in
the final deaign for several reasons. The main reasons for this omisston were the
{afrequent use of & bolt stop by most customers and economic {actors involved. We
realized, of course, that thexe would be excepticns to this, but generally our theories
have been borne out by customer commeant.

We realize thers are maay extremely competent gunemiths and customers who
o are very capable of performing work on sporting firesrms. There i, however, the
posaibllity that the written word or drawing will be misicterpreted by someone, A
change or alteratica may hinder normal function of parts and be & safety hazaxd to the
individual or others.
