It was
accompanied by a Sepage dissertaticn on the research involved in choosing the
vendor. It 1s anticipated that the fabrications to be cast into the floer concrete,
vill be availabls for installation im April 1975, to the vendor's drawings.

Sandvik was visited on 12/5 when they ware starting life tasts on .906" ¢ Bjector
drills on 11.9" blanks of 14* ¢ C-1140 Mod. steel. These will become useable
870=12.30 GFM blanks aftsr tirning. The test hmsads were fabricated from Sandvik's
cholice of carbides, which differ from cur specs. In a swrprise to them, they were
able to drill ovsr 300% further , than they had predicted. These results may make
Ejscter Drilling with its throweaway heads, an attractive alternative, to replace
the proposed twinejat two-flute spade typs drills which require regrinding.

The Wagner Saw peoples wers also contactad on this trip, to review the inelasion of
of their controls inte the overall automation. Considerable thought must be given

to the handling of emergency stops for any reason, plus the subsequent start.up
sequencing, to avold cutter breakage or handling Jam-ups.

All the operating units, no matter what source, will be tied together electrically
from one main operating console for sutomatic opsration. Complets system
emergency stop buttens will be placed in several convient locations, within the
area. In addition, each will be functional in a manual mode from its own panel.
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
