To date we have only run comparative tests in our humidity
cabinet on our gun stels and find your product as effective as our current
protective agents but no obvious improvement, We have not ‘Tumd any =
lubricity tests &s we do not have such a teat designed and depend on trial
& error over a long period of use.

Our currant production protection agent is diluted with a solvent
and as such, is only a small fraction of the cost of Slilck'em up. It is doing
a good job and we really have no reason to replaca this product.

On our development and museum guns, we use WD-40 and have
been pleased with the protection and gun function for many years. We only
use small quantities, purchasing in 11 oz. cans ag needed.

As you can see from the above we do not have a need for a new
protective or lubricant agent.
