C. The coating is flexible. and particularly suitable for application
to flexible surfaces where cracking or chipping cannot be tolerated.

D. The coating 1s almost frictionless, and practically nothing will
stick to 1t. It is a very durable coating, and under some con-
ditions may approximate permanent lubrication.
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. The coating will air dry in a matter of minutes, and may be used
. 1n some cases as An "air drv coating", but for optimum performance,
. the coating should be baked on in accordance with curing cycles
outlined in "IV" below.
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. ADDPLICATIONS:

I. McLube 1775 contains finely dispersed solids which will settle
out, thus making 1t necessary to stir before applving. and to
restlr occasionally 3s @ precaution against sectling.

II. For best results, the surface to be coated should be dry and
cleann. Wh2r=a coating adhersnce 1s critical, remove any oil,
grease. fiagerprints, wax or silicone residues before applying
McLube 1775. Avoid, however, the use of naphtha, mineral spirits,
"uncracksd gas", "rukber gas", and similar solvents which tend
to leave an 1invisible film of high boiling petroleum fractions.

III. McLube 1775 may be applied by dipping, spraying or brushing.
A light uniform coating wlll provide the best results. Where
the coating 1s sprayed or., make sure the spray wets the surface.

IV. Any of the following heat curing cycles will be effective for
perfecting the bond as a baked-on coating:

400°F for 12 minutes
37%cP for 18 minutes
380°7 for 28 miautes
325°F for 40 minutes
3JOC°F for 60 minutes.

&. Keep container tightly closed when not in use to prevent solvent
evaporation.
