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• The second breakage occurred to the new bolt that was 
purchasedfor the 7mrn Rem.Mag. rifle. When the new bolt 

was proofed, the bolt was rendered inoperable. The bolt 

had to be opened with a hammer. The extractor was broken 

and the extractor slot was bowed out, both sides. (The 

headspace measured on the new bolt before proof was 

min. +.003".) (Fig. No. 10)
