When the safety is pushed forward. the 
"S .. will be covered and a red dot will appear 
indicating that the cifle is OFF SAFE and 
ready to fire. Whenever a cartridge is cham­
bered. the rifle should be kept "ON SAFE" 
until you desire to fire it. · 
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'\) TO ORA W THE BOLT 
REARWARD 

CAUTION: The safety must be in the 
OFF SAFE position, whenever you wish 
to draw the bolt rearward. Therefore, enr­
cise erl:reme caution whenever you are oper­
ating the bolt. In accordance with gun saiety 
always assume your rifle is loaded, and be 
au:e your muzzle is pointed in a safe direc­
tion when you operate the bolt. 

COCKING INDICATOR 
Below the bolt shroud and ahead of the 

safety will be found a serrated cocking indi­
cator. This. indicator is painted red. When 
the rifle is cocked it may be readily felt and 
seen.. When the rifle is fired. the cocking in­
dicator retracts into the bolt shroud and can­
not be felt. (See Figme 4.) 
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
