Work on the stainless steel M/700 was slowed early this month by other
high priority items. I have received competitive stainless steel bolt
action rifles (Browning A-Bolt Stainless Stalker (.270 Win-and 7mm Rem
Mag LH} and the Ruger M/77 MarkII (.243 wWin)).

" shot group size of 1.80" for S5 groups. The Ruger shot an average 2.16"
