XP-100 WOOD STOCK

NEW BOLT ACTION RIFLE

Work on this item is beginning to pick up. Jim Ronkainen and
I have prepared an outline of this program to be presented to
marketing. With their approval we will "catch up" with the
competition and later pass them. This can be done "IF" there
is no "changing of minds" (specifications) once they are
accepted and the program started. We don’t sell guns, they
don’t design them.

SNIPER RIFLE

The approval for the Remington produced barrel was received
the first part of November 1990. This item was finished well
ahead of expectations and at minimum cost to Remington. SWS
shipments for December 1990 consisted of 165 M24’s with Mike
Rock barrels and 238 M24’'s with Remington barrels (see
attached histograms for accuracy). =
