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Model 710 T & P Action Items

We’re starting to formulate plans around the M/710 Trial & Pilot test that’s
scheduled to be run in E-town in early to mid October. This is of course assuming
successful exit of DAT Phase II. We will rely heavily on DAT test results to limit the
scope and intensity of the T & P tests, due primarily to the high percentage of production
parts and processes used to generate the DAT test guns. With this in mind I propose that
Trial & Pilot testing of Model 710 product will consist of the following:
