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If the demerit was called due to a procedure or process not being followed, this is to be
reviewed by the foreman or supervisor to the appropriate personnel within a twenty four fo
hour period and corrective action taken. .
Examples of Ten Demerit Classifications:

* Bright mars in metal

* Improper repairs

* Wood dents & scratches ( beyond template )

* Dirty appearance of firearm

* Firecarm packaged incorrectly

* Accessories missing

* Poor wood match

* Firearm mis-packed

* Excessive margins

FIFTY DEMERIT: A Fifty Demerit Classification indicates the firearm being
reviewed does not meet the criteria established for the proper manual function of that
firearm. If a Fifty Demerit Classification is placed upon a reviewed firearm, this would
mean immediate action is taken to identify the problem and correct it.
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
