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e Lower the gauge until it just touches the magazine follower, approximately in the middle location both side

to side and front to rear.
e Zero force gauge again if necessary.
¢ Lower the gauge 0.200” and take the spring force measurements.
s Lower the gauge another 1.0”.
» Take the force measurement at this depressed location of the spring.
s Repeat procedure two additional trials for each box.

e Average the 3 trials for each box and at each measurement location.
