There wer:~f:::Vi~fr-y··:·:g:e~~:r~ ejector marks (with ga 11 i ng from twist) on some of 
the amrpp;:;;;:(no rel oatr:;;;~~d any ga 11 i ng) however this was not consistent 
within:~~~)S shot gro~~~:p. After one shot, the bolt may open.easy followed by 
two ve~¥:::}9ard, then /~W~ more easy. I had been chro11ograph1 ng the 
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velocities and didn't find any correlation between hi 
(presumably higher pressure) and bolt lock-up.
